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Guidelines for Grant Applicants

Proposed classroom grants should be educational or innovative in nature and may be submitted by teachers, administrators or parents in order to enhance the classroom experience.  All grants must support or relate to the current curriculum. 

Grant applications for the 2011-2012 school year are due to the Foundation office on Friday, October 28, 2011.  Applications will be accepted via email (please scan and send your application to refinfo@ridgewood.k12.nj.us) or as a hard copy sent through interoffice mail.

1. Grant applications may include equipment under the following guidelines:

a. Be explicit as to role of equipment in curriculum – technology and equipment can be funded if the purpose in the curriculum is clear.  For example, furniture, which is not curriculum related, will not be funded.

b. Proposals must take into account District plans for technology, equipment and curriculum.  Purchases must be compatible with currant District technologies, and should not duplicate items already in District inventories.

c. Once the grant is awarded and the equipment is bought, the District is responsible for tracking it.

2. Transportation may be funded if it contributes to an enhancement of the curricular program.  

3. After school clubs are not eligible for grants at this time. 
4. The same grant (from the same school) may be funded twice – in two different grant cycles. Note that a proposal for the same grant at another school will be considered a new proposal.
5. All grant awardees are expected to complete a brief report on their grant upon conclusion on the program, see page 6 for the report.
